Local artists were in abundance when | moved
to Southern Maryland, and since | felt an affinity and a
kinship with those who shared similar visions, | decided
a year ago that belonging to the Calvert Artist® Guild
would be one way to achieve my goal of reconnecting
with an art community. 1®e enjoyed the friendships 1®e
made immensely and find this aspect of my life quite
fulfilling as it feeds my artistic soul.

Involvement in a world of art of one sort or
another has always been a part of my life. Family
outings were always to art galleries or museums. My
Mother designed and made clothing, having learned the
skill and garnered her interest from her Aunt. As a child |
thought | wanted to be an architect as | voraciously
designed and made houses and furniture out of balsa
wood. However, as a teen, | became less and less
interested in the mathematics required and decided on a
different avenue of becoming an art teacher.

Being enrolled in the art education program, |
had to familiarize myself with all the disciplines required
of us in the Longwood University Art Department:
graphic design, art education, photography, crafts,
sculpture, drawing, life drawing, surface design,
metalwork, printmaking, painting, ceramics, and art
history.

It wasn® until | was teaching and in graduate
school at the Maryland Institute College of Art in
Baltimore that a spark was lit within me. | started working
in fashion design making clothing from suede and
leather, from cloth that | wove or from fabric that | dyed
that | felt | had found what | wanted to do with my
zeal...shall | say...in art.

That was the beginning of my venture in fashion
design. Recognitions include exhibiting at Johns
Hopkins University® Milton S. Eisenhower Library
Galleries; award winner at the Academy Art Museum®
annual juried show in Easton, MD; as a faculty member
at Salisbury State University, participation in the Prince
George® County Community College® Marlboro Gallery

and the Salisbury University faculty art show at its
Blackwell Library.

| have been a past member of the Maryland Arts
Council which determined quality of arts activities in
Maryland related Art® Council® programs and grant-
giving processes; won first prize in the Rehoboth Art
League membersO juried exhibition of Crafts and
Decorative Arts; participated in Longwood University®
Craft Objects by Virginia Arts held at the Bedford
Gallery; participated in the Baltimore Museum of Art®
traveling exhibition entitled Focus on Fiber; exhibited at
the Fells Point Gallery, Baltimore, MD; and owned The
Wooden Shuttle, a shop that sold Dorset looms and
Harrisville Design yarns. In January 2009, | was juried
into membership of the Potomac Fiber Arts Gallery,
located in the Torpedo Factory in Alexandria, VA, where
artwork is juried monthly and exhibited as its display
changes monthly of the 67 members.

After a hiatus from pursuing my heart®
endeavor, 1®e returned to fashion design, learned about
the medium of felt at the Handweavers Guild of America
2008 Convergence, and continue my interest in fabric
dyeing, surface design and weaving.

When | hit dry spells, | walk away, read, rest,
and rejuvenate. Refocusing is a natural occurrence for
me because it's my inner drive to create that spins me
forwards.

My day: Take care of my morning ritual and take
care of Pepper, my long-coated Chihuahua, get my
yogurt and fruit with a freshly brewed cup of coffee and
walk upstairs to my studio. Pepper is already there at his
"spot" under my computer desk, all nestled in for the
day...l start and sometimes work non-stop for 5-8 hours
just because | love it.
